Consolidation of Preserves Board - The Boards and Commissions Review
Committee, created in the Governor’s alignment bill, is responsible for
reviewing the efficiency and effectiveness of all boards, commissions, and
other similar entities created in lowa law. Based on the Committee’s ongoing
review, its members have proposed preliminary recommendations, including
merging the State Preserves Advisory Board with the Natural Resource
Commission. The Committee is required to submit a report containing its final
findings and recommendations to the Governor and the general assembly no
later than September 30, 2023.
