Instructions for Form PC

Please put your company name in the box provided. This is useful if any pages of the application are separated.

1. Briefly describe the operations of your company.  This description can include things such as the product(s) made and/or services provided by your company, the company headquarters, the size of the company, subsidiaries of the company, and a website address for the company, etc.  The purpose is to provide the engineer with some background of the overall company.
2. If the facility submitting the permit application is part of a larger company, please provide a description of the operations and products of the individual facility.  This box does not have to be filled out if this facility is the only plant for the company. 

3. Provide the Standard Industrial Classification (SIC) code(s) for your facility.  If your facility has more than one (1) major activity, provide the one related to the permit application first.  
SIC codes were an attempt to classify industries according to similarities in products, services, and production & delivery systems.  SIC codes organize industries in an increasing level of detail ranging from general economic sectors (i.e. manufacturing services) to specific industry segments (i.e. laundry businesses).  SIC codes were developed in the 1930s, 1940s, and 1950s.  The two (2) digit SIC code levels are subunits of the major industrial sectors and are identified by two (2) numeric digits.  Two (2) digit codes are composed of many three (3) digit sublevels, which are then composed of many four (4) digit sublevels.

By rule the Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD) program uses the SIC code system.  The SIC Manual can be found at http://www.osha.gov/pls/imis/sic_manual.html and a search for SIC codes can be found at http://www.osha.gov/pls/imis/sicsearch.html.

The Occupational Safety & Health Administration (OSHA) began using NAICS on January 1, 2003. Five (5) sectors are mainly goods-producing sectors and fifteen (15) are entirely services-producing sectors.  The six (6) digit hierarchical structure allows greater coding flexibility than the four (4) digit structure of the SIC system.  NAICS allows for the identification of 1,170 industries compared to the 1,004 found in the SIC.
