The forearm was broken and splintered, the receiver was badly warped, the shell arms were hanging out of the
receiver and were broken, the forward end of the shell magazine had been blown open, and the barrel was loose.

Cause: Obstruction in barrel
Prevention: Make sure barrel is unobstructed before firing.

Cause: Shooter stumbled and fell.

Prevetion: Unload firearm before crossing obsticals.
