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What is Habitat Check-off

Habitat Check-off is an agreement between
Iowa DNR, Iowa Pheasants Forever, and the
Jowa Native Seed Growers Association
(INSGA) that the growers in the Association
(see list on last page) will donate 10% of
their seed sale profits to a fund shared
equally between Iowa DNR and lowa Pheas-
ants Forever.

How the Habitat Check-off Works

Private landowners, agencies or companies
preparing to purchase native grass and forb
seed from participating seed dealers should
request to be enrolled in the Habitat Check-
off by attaching the “HABITAT CHECK-
OFF CERTIFICATE” with their order to
any of the five participating lowa Native
Seed Growers. There is no cost to the land-
owner to participate in Habitat Check-off.

When a participating seed grower receives
an order with a habitat check-off certificate
the dealer donates 10 percent of the total

HABITAT CHECK-OFF

purchase into the Habitat Check-off Fund.
This fund is shared 50-50 between the
IDNR and PF.
