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Legal & Other Requirements Procedure  
 
GENERAL POLICY 
 
The operations of the Cedar Rapids/Linn County Solid Waste Agency (Agency) are 
subject to federal, state, and local laws which must be taken into consideration when 
the Agency assembles plans and establishes goals, objectives, and targets.  
 
In addition, the Agency assists its members (Linn County and cities within Linn County) 
with laws and regulations related to solid waste to which they are subject. For example, 
the state of Iowa requires that cities and counties provide for the collection and 
disposition of yard waste and recyclables. The Agency assists by providing yard waste 
and recyclables drop-off facilities as well as underwrites the cost of processing 
recyclables. 
 
 
SPECIFIC  PROVISIONS 
 
-The Agency adheres to applicable federal, state & local laws and regulations 
including changes/additions. 
 
-The Compliance Manager and Agency contractors/consultants—particularly the 
engineering firm for annual services—are responsible for identifying and evaluating 
proposed legislation that will or may impact Agency activities. Assisting the Agency in 
this are various resources.
