Tier 3 Public Notification Requirements

(Community Public Water Supplies)

A public water supply (PWS) that fails to monitor for non-acute contaminant must perform public notice according to Tier 3 requirements as soon as practical, but no later than 12 months after the public water system learns of the violation or situation. Repeat notification must be performed every 12 months in which the violation persists. Public notification for a monitoring violation mandates both the content of written materials, as well as the timely delivery of those materials to all persons served by the PWS. Failure to conduct a correct and complete public notification program is a violation of the regulations established under the Safe Drinking Water Act, and is subject to enforcement action by the Iowa Department of Natural Resources (DNR).

Per Tier 3 public notification requirements, you must complete the following:

Public Notification Content

Public notification must include the mandatory language in the example provided with these instructions. It must be multilingual, where appropriate. It should also be a clear explanation of the violation and include steps that the public water supply may be taking to correct the problem.

Distribution Methods
You are required to provide public notice according to methods outlined in 1. & 2. You may accomplish this through the use of your yearly Consumer Confidence Report (CCR), as long as the CCR is distributed according to methods 1 & 2 and within 12 months of the violation. 
1. Mail Delivery - By month, day, year (12 months from date of violation), you must send all the required mandatory language to each customer receiving a bill and other service connections to which water is delivered. This can be accomplished through direct mail, including it with the water utility bill, or by hand delivery. Repeat notification by mail delivery must be completed every three months for as long as the violation occurs.

2. Other Methods to Reach Other Persons Served - By month, day, year (12 months from date of violation), you must provide all the required mandatory language to other persons regularly served by the system but who would not normally be reached by posting, mail, or direct delivery. These methods include any of the following: (12 months)
Newspaper - Publish notice in a newsletter or newspaper(s) that serve your system. Provide the name(s) of publications, date published, and a copy of the notice printed by the newspaper.

Multiple Delivery - Deliver multiple copies of the notice sent by mail delivery to customers who provide this drinking water to others, such as apartment building owners, day care providers, or large private employers. Provide the name(s) of the facilities, date delivered, and a copy of the notice. 
Posting - Post in public places served by this system or on the internet. The notice must remain in place for as long as the violation persists, but in no case less than 7 days. Provide the location(s) of the posting, the dates posted, and/or the address of the Internet site and a copy of the posting. 
Community Organization Delivery - Deliver copies of the notice sent by mail delivery to community organizations. Provide a list of the organization(s), date delivered, and a copy of the notice.
