e Participate in public safety education programs.

Minimum Qualification Requirements:

No specific education or experience is required. Past experience as a conservation or recreation seasonal or temporary
employee within the Department or equivalent position in an outside agency would be beneficial to an applicant. Also,
having attended a Seasonal Officer Training through the Department, Reserve Officer Training, or the National Parks
Services Park Ranger Law Enforcement Academy Training Program would be beneficial to an applicant. Applicants must
be legally authorized to work in the United States and be at least 18 years of age. Applicants must also possess a valid
motor vehicle license and submit to clearance of a background check.
